If SCA were a public K-12 school, we would have a budget of almost $1.4 million. However, as a
private Christian urban school, we do not receive state or federal funds. Due to events
unforeseen, SCA currently has 100+ students that are both qualified and are in need of tuition
scholarships. This tuition represents more than $600,000 and is needed for SCA's general
operational budget, as well as for the new construction of SCA's LEED K-12 facility
